Burglary to Motor Vehicle Investigation
Two juveniles are being charged with 6 counts of burglary to motor vehicle.
The burglaries, which occurred overnight between August 19, 2009 and August 20, 2009, occurred in the Fox Pointe subdivision area of Sycamore. Most of the burglaries were reported on August 20, 2009.  

Some of the property has been recovered by Sycamore and DeKalb investigators and property owners are being contacted as property is matched to the correct cases. 

The offenders include one 15 year old male and one 16 year old male, both of DeKalb. 

Burglary to motor vehicle is a class two felony, and if committed by an adult would be punishable by 3 to 7 years in prison.  Because these offenders are juveniles the cases will be sent to the DeKalb County State’s Attorney’s juvenile division for adjudication.

All the vehicles involved in these incidents were left unlocked and vehicle owners are strongly urged to lock your vehicle doors when unattended.  We also recommend not leaving garage doors open.  Although some of the cases investigated by the Sycamore police do involve forced entry, the majority of car burglaries in Sycamore, especially juvenile cases, have always been to unlocked vehicles.
