Aggravated Robbery Arrest
 On December 22, 2009 at around 4:25 in the morning Sycamore Police were called to the BP Amoco at the intersection of DeKalb Ave and Bethany Rd. for a report of a man with a gun.  Officers began a search of the area.
Sycamore Police Officers spoke to a victim who said a man approached him as he sat in his vehicle.  The suspect displayed a handgun and demanded money.  The victim gave the suspect a small amount of money.  

Through the assistance of several neighborhood residents police were able to locate an apartment where the suspect had gone.  Officers saw a suspect inside and also saw a handgun.  Officers entered the apartment and arrested Jordan M. Utley, age 19, of DeKalb and also recovered a BB gun.  
Utley has been charged with Aggravated Robbery which is a class one felony.  

Class 1 felonies are punishable by 4 to 15 years in prison and up to a $25,000 fine.
